Our CCA program every Friday morning emphasizes the importance of developing
strong bodies and minds. It is time set aside for students to learn new skills and make friends
from the other classes and levels. The P3-P4 Financial Literacy Programme will start in Term
2 Week 3 and carry on till end of Term 3. Students will learn the importance of saving and

spending wisely through an online lesson package on our Student Learning Space (SLS).
These are just a few examples of the planned learning experiences for the term.

GIVERS3S Heart: Our focus this term on character development is based on our GIVER3S

Values of Respect and Empathy. Not only must these values be spoken about, they need to

be thought about, practiced by our students and seen to be practiced by all around them.

These values must be part of our daily behaviour and observed through the actions of all

Zhangderians. When actions don’t match values, we need to do something positive about it

to make things better.

e One area that is a great concern is punctuality. A small group of students from P1 to P6,
some of them accompanied by parents, report to school after 7.35am and seem to think
that this is acceptable behaviour. Zhangde starts the school day at 7.30am with important
messages and reminders for our students for the day.

e On another point, our students cannot practice responsibility if they know that parents will

4. School Rules & School Uniform

5. COVID-19 Management: Issuance of Health Risk Notice (HRN) during school hours

In line with the shift of HRN from an order to an advisory, students are not required to take the ART in
school. They can perform the self-test at home after school dismissal. If student receives the HRN
SMS within 90 days of his/he C+/Ag+ result, he/she can disregard the HRN.
