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Studies continue to show that children who learn to read at an
early age enjoy a wealth of advantages. These include having
more general knowledge, a larger vocabulary and even
improved attention spans and focus.

Learning to read early also gives children a strong advantage in
other academic areas later on, including Mathematics and
Science. After all, reading lies at the heart of all formal
education. The stronger your child's reading skills, the more
able he/she is to comprehend the text that he/she is reading.
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When does a child begin reading?

* Your child will show an interest in letters and begin to
make out words on a page or out in the world — occurs
at different ages for different children. Some children
are 4 when it happens, others could be 6 or even 7.

* Every child learns to read at a personal pace. There is
no “correct” age for independent reading and no
special formula for getting every child to read.




What can parents do to encourage reading?

To inculcate the love of reading in your child, make
reading an enjoyable activity for him/her.

* Jump in to help with difficult words if you see them struggling.
