10. 2024 P3 Gifted Education Programme (GEP) Exercise (information from GEP Branch)  

The tentative schedule for the GEP Screening Exercise is on 15 August 2024. P3 students 

shortlisted after the GEP Screening Exercise will attend the GEP Selection Exercise tentatively 

on 15 and 16 October 2024. The GEP Screening and Selection Exercise will be based on the 

Primary 1 to Primary 3 English Language and Mathematics Syllabuses.  

 

11. 2024 Class Allocation  

Students were allocated their classes in 2024 in accordance with the guidelines in student 

movement provided by MOE. The school considers both the academic outcomes and 

non-academic factors such as the different needs of our students. We persevere to do our best 

in ensuring that they are placed in classes that best meet their needs. We seek your 

understanding and continued support in guiding your children in their 2024 classes.  

 

12. 2024 Assessment Matter Update  

In line with MOE direction, mid-year examinations for all levels have been removed. This is to 

allow students to focus more on their learning and less on marks attainment. The school will 

continue to use ongoing assessments to identify learning gaps and build on students’ strengths.
